Patiño,will be the venue of the event. The Portales Palace is located a few meters from the hotels suggested to the participants for lodging.

Enclosed to this invitation is a relation of the hotels, their costs and tourist attraction sites for those who wish to know our country in its diverse climates, customs, attitudes and history.

The city of Cochabamba, located in the heart of Bolivia, was chosen for its rich folkloric and historic tradition, its nice weather, the beauty of its parks and the hospitality of its people.
